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REQUIREMENT & SPECS OF JAMA'A MEMBERS ENTRY
AND STAGING AREA SIGNS

1) JAMA’A Members Entrances Signs:

Every JAMA’A member shall pre-identify two entry points available for use by responding
JAMA'A members’ equipment. The entry points should be classified as “JAMA'A Primary
Entrance” and “JAMA'A Alternate Entrance”. The Alternate Entrance is to be used when
conditions negate the utilization of the Primary Entry location.

The plant primary entrance should be clearly identified by a sign 200cm x 100cm painted
fluorescent green with white reflective lettering and with the appropriate information both in
Arabic and English for responding JAMA'A equipment (see fig. 1). The Arabic letters should be
on top of the English letters. The size of the letters should be symmetrical to the size of the
signboard and should be large enough so it can be clearly read from a distance and during
darkness. The Primary Entrance sign can be affixed on the plant security fence from out side on
the Main Gate Entrance. The second sign can be affixed on the alternate entrance fence gate.

2) JAMA’A Members Staging Area Sign:

The “JAMA’A Members Staging Area” should be clearly identified by a sign 200cm x 100cm
painted fluorescent green with white reflective lettering and with the appropriate information
both in Arabic and English for responding JAMA'A equipment (see fig. 2). The Arabic letters
should be on top of the English letters. The sign should be readable during darkness and its
height should not be less than 2 meters from the ground. The size of the letters should be
symmetrical to the size of the signboard and should be large enough so it can be clearly read
from a distance.

3) JAMA’A Staging Area Requirements:

Each member requesting JAMA'A assistance should assign a responsible individual at its
“JAMA'A Members Staging Area” to direct and guide incoming JAMA'A equipment to the
Staging Area. This individual should be identified by a fluorescent orange reflective vest marked
in white letters "JAMA'A Staging Manager" in both Arabic and English. Drinking water and
other refreshments should be made available by the requesting member at the Staging Area for
the responding members.

Also JAMA’A Members Staging Area should be large enough to easily accommodate at least
8-10 of various size Emergency Vehicles dispatched by JAMA’A members to the requesting
member and should be well let at night and darkness.
